If we
intend to glorify God in our lives, then surely Marriage for God's Glory should be a
high priority in our lives.

The calling of God to be the bride of Christ is an irrevocable call of God to
oneness. So also the calling of God to marriage is an irrevocable calling to
oneness.

A. A calling: An irrevocable act of God that establishes a special
relationship that has responsibilities, privileges, and promises that
provide hope for the future.

The remedy that will produce marriages that glorify God today: Repent of idolatry
and be filled with God'’s kind of love.
1. Repent of idolatry.
A. First, you'll need to be able to the spirit of idolatry in order to
repent of it.
